Form 4 -Visitors Log 
Gangway watch –  

1. Require each person who wishes to board the vessel to produce a valid, approved, picture ID 
2. Describe to each person who boards the vessel the secure and restricted areas of the vessel. 
3. Describe to each person who boards the vessel the MARSEC level and any security measures in place. 
4. Describe to each person who boards the vessel the areas of the vessel which they will be monitored or accompanied. 
5. Have each person who boards the vessel read the statement below and sign the log. 

 
Visitors - 
By signing this visitor’s log you acknowledge that you have been briefed on the current MARSEC condition. All areas of this vessel are considered 
Secure. Restricted Areas of this vessel include Crew living quarters, Engineering Spaces, and the Bridge. TWIC holders or government employees on 
official business may be permitted unescorted access to the vessel. Visitors to the vessel who do not hold a TWIC and will only need access to secure 
areas of the vessel may be released to access secure areas of the vessel under the monitoring provisions of this plan. Visitors to the vessel who do not 
hold a TWIC and will need access to restricted areas of the vessel require side-by-side accompanied escort as per this plan.
